WAYS YOU MIGHT ENGAGE

There's no single way to participate. Below are a few simple approaches you might
consider.

Within Your Sunday Service

You might choose to include a short livestream segment during your service—perhaps a
moment of worship, prayer, or a key speaker.

In a Lobby or Gathering Space

A screen in the lobby or fellowship area can create a relaxed space for people to engage
before or after service.

After Service

You could invite those who are interested to stay for a portion of the midday or
afternoon sessions. This could include a potluck and fellowship option.

Evening Worship Invitation

The closing worship gathering may be a natural opportunity to invite people back for a
shared worship moment.

Open Throughout the Day

If it fits your context, you might keep your space open with different ways for people to
come and go—watching, praying, or gathering in small groups.

Churches can easily stream Rededicate 250 using the platforms they already use every
day.

A Light Integration

A Blended Service
